The clients contacted us based upon a referral from their Realtor. As young doctors, who were estabhshing a |ong—term career back in their hometown area of Madison,
\/\/| they were still |iving on the West Coast doing a medical resio|ency when we met online. A|though in person meetings were not possib|e throughout the process
due to the Corona Virus shuthovvns, we were still able to o|esign the home of their dreams. A great deal of preparation and trust were necessary o|uring this process to

achieve the home that they desired.



ﬂwey came to us having selected a gracious 19805 contemporary home located in the desirable and private arboretum neighborhoo& of Madison. Their desire was

to create the \[ee|ing of a modern mountain industrial home. Something a|ong the lines of a Utah mountain home, but not a cabin. They requeste& that we use natural

materials and bring outdoor materials indoors, like stone, wood, and metal.

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Further inspiration for the home is the client’s love of |o|ants and natural o|esign elements. As the p|wotos show, p|ants are a part of near‘y every room in the home. From

the great room to the solarium upstairs (shown later), p|ants are present. The windows of the home show off the beauty of the arboretum in all seasons, while the greenery

of the indoor p‘ants is cheertul all year |ong.

To what degree were the expressed needs of the client met?

The clients brought us a wish list to do an interior makeover on their 1980’s home, with needs including:
ecreating the feeling of an industrial mountain home

e clean lines and minimalism

e natural materials that bring the outdoors inside

We accomplished these goals through our use of design and craftsmanship using the types of materials
that were requested. The floor plan was opened, creating the feel of a contemporary mountain home,
and indoor/outdoor living spaces were incorporated wherever possible.

To what degree does the project enhance the existing structures Functiona"y?

The functionality of the home was increased by creating an open floor plan that connects the once
disjointed kitchen, dining, media, and living area. The solarium is now a direct extension of the master
bedroom enhancing the space with light, views, and comfort. The entire master bathroom and walk-in
closets were revised to flow better, and a leaking jetted tub was removed and replaced with a beautiful
his and hers shower. In addition two screened porches were converted into 3-season rooms which
enhances the living space, and brings the outdoors inside.

To what degree does the project enhance the structure aesthetically?

We carefully preserved the best parts of the interior that the client admired in this once stylish 1980's
home, while new finishes carefully integrate the new design motif the clients desired. For example, a
new gas fireplace was installed while the original limestone and cedar wall were preserved. Yet, with
the addition of java stain on the mantle it is brought back to the modern tones so popular today. The
kitchen was dark and isolated, yet it was connected to a screened porch. By opening up the wall of the
screen porch, we preserved the original craftsmanship and brought the kitchen new life. Careful tile
and fixture planning were also imperative to the design and flawlessly executed, enhancing existing
features, such as the wood beams that were never noticeable before.



s there evidence of superior craftsmanship?

Superior craftsmanship was necessary execute this project and in demonstrated in the following areas:
* perfectly straight lines in cable railings

e carefully aligned subway tile with contrasting grout, which would easily show errors

e full overlay cabinet doors with precise margins

* walnut edge-grain butcher block counter-tops throughout most of the kitchen, and powder bath

e cedar ceilings protected, re-used, and patched due to mouse damage and wall removal

® long, straight lines in tile and wood floors

e careful waterproofing details around shower window

Were innovative uses of material and/or methods of construction used in the projecl:?

We have several favorite innovations in this job. A piece of quartzite, not large enough for use in the
kitchen became a piece of wall art, which required innovative thinking and superior craftsmanship
to execute. A solarium, which was formerly an unconditioned space above the garage became an
extension of the en-suite. And finally, a load-bearing wall with plumbing and HVAC divided the kitchen
and media room. Unable to be totally removed, instead it became an anchor for the island, and an
element to house the refrigerator.

Did the contractor overcome difficult obstacles?

Atthe time the clients interviewed us, they were still living on the West Coast during a medical residency.
All design and contract negotiations happened remotely. While the clients were scheduled to meet us
in person for interior design and product selections, COVID caused their flight to be canceled and they
were not able to reschedule a time for this in-person meeting with us, Hence even all of our selections
and interior design happened remotely. While it is now commonplace for most companies to conduct
video meetings, these clients are one of two jobs where we never even met in person until the job was
underway! A great deal of preparation and trust are necessary for a successful remodeling experience

like this.
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
